Assignment Expectations
Students will:

A. Assess, record and analyze information gathered from a variety of secondary sources;
B. Demonstrate academic honesty by documenting the sources of all information generated through research in APA format;
C. Use an oral presentation to effectively communicate the results of this research and inquiry to the class;

D. Explain the importance of attitude, initiative, persistence, and motivation in achieving personal goals;
E. Explain the importance of building a network of human resources; and
F.  Analyze a model of success in our society, and identify the life skills, resources and people that may have contributed to such success.  
Instructions:
1. Choose someone who you view as successful (like a famous athlete, politician, actor, singer, musician, chef, artist, etc.).

2.  Research your selected person to determine how they used their life skills and personal talents as a resource to achieve success.

Final Product:

( Create an electronic presentation, which will be shared with the class, on your selected person and their journey to success. 

Your presentation should include ALL of the following:
1.  Childhood & Family Life – What was it like growing up for them?

· Was their family supportive?

2. Skill/Talent Development  - How did they acquire/develop/refine their 




    skill or talent to achieve success?

3.  Early Success     - When did their career start? How did it start?


  - Who was an influence/help? Did they have “connections”?

 - What challenges did they face? How did they overcome them?
4. Achieving Fame       - When and how did their careers peak?




- What is their approximate income?

5. Course Connections – Which other skills and concepts from Unit 2 




  may have contributed to their success?

( Limit the amount of words need to be read by viewers. Use point-form on your visual presentation (and then you can explain your points when you present)

( Use a Google Docs Presentation; Powerpoint, Prezi, Weebly website or any other electronic format to complete this assignment.
